Members may obtain tee times for the following week by signing up in the pro 
shop on the Friday prior to the Friday of play or by calling the pro shop. When 
signing up, please indicate whether you will ride or walk. If you choose to ride, 
please sign up with another rider if possible. 

Papago Cancellation Policy
	
Cancellation of a tee time must be made no later than 12 Noon on the Thursday 
before play. Members who sign up for tee times and do not adhere to the cancel-
lation policy will be subject to a $15.00 late cancellation penalty fee. There are no 
exceptions to this policy.

There will be no cancellation of play for any reason (including inclement weather) 
unless the course is closed by the Golf Course Superintendent. You need to call 
the course on the day of play to determine if the Course Superintendent has 
closed the golf course.



Tournament Schedule
All events are flighted unless otherwise specified. Play of the Day prize money will 
be paid provided there are three members competing. There must also be at least 
one other member present for the round to be eligible for a POD prize. For State 
Medallion Rounds, players are required to turn in a separate scorecard with gross 
and net scores. Please note that you must sign up for weekly tournaments eight 
days in advance (or on the Friday before the tournament).
